Human Body Project




The Field Museum in downtown Chicago is opening a new wing devoted to Homo Sapiens, the human being.  This wing will include exhibits about the anatomy, physiology, and development of human beings.  They need your help designing some of these exhibit displays.

Challenge:  Design and create a museum display that includes

1. A replica of one system in the human body - See Mrs. D’s example (your design must be better than hers – her display would probably receive a D or an F!)

a. The replica must have an outline of a student (your group only gets one piece of paper so don’t mess up!).

b. All the major organs or parts of your body system must be in your display.

c. All parts must be labeled with the name and a short explanation of the functions of that part/organ.

d. Your display should have a title and a definition of the specific system.

e. Your display should be neat and colorful.  You can draw, collage, or get creative to create your body system on your given display paper.

2. Create a “did you know” facts paper about your system.  Include things you think we should know about the system you research (how many bones in the body, how many feet of intestines, etc…)

3. Make an “America’s Most Wanted Disease” poster to go with your body system.  This should include the name (or names) of the disease, where it can be found and what part of the body it attacks, what damage it does, and any treatment or prevention available.  

You will be able to use the ipads to conduct your research.  Please remember to follow our ipad use rules.  This project must be completed during class time.
