Pick Your Poison Project

Many household cleaning supplies, toys, decorations, and beauty products are deadly poisons when handled incorrectly.  Most substances can be considered poisons in some way.

Objective: Research a poison, create a visual artifact to demonstrate your knowledge of this poison, and then determine which poisons are the least and most threatening to you.

Procedure:

1. Pick a poison randomly to research.  Once everyone has selected a poison, you  may switch with anyone in your class period if they agree to switch with you.

2. Research your substance using internet search engines.  Be sure to use reliable websites and cite your sources!  (see sources below)

3. Follow the rubric to know what information is required for this project.

4. Conference with Mrs. Dangerfield at least once about your project and/or topic.

5. Create a visual artifact about your poison to present to the class.  This could be a powerpoint, poster, advertisement, magazine article, children’s book, blog, etc…

6. Present your work to the class.

7. Record information about your classmate’s presentations and rate their poison (select the least dangerous and most dangerous poisons based on the information presented) on the worksheet that will be provided to you on the day of the presentations.

This project will be worked on in class on Tuesday December 10 and Thursday  December 12.  This project will be due by the beginning of the class period on Tuesday December 17.  Class presentations will begin on Tuesday and will continue on Thursday, December 19.
